Dear Parents,
Our Walk Through California presentation will be on Wednesday, November 7th, 2018 from 8:15-11:30 am in the auditorium. Due to the presentation’s schedule, we will meet in the classroom that morning to put on name tags, and get ready for the presentation. If you would like to come up and assist in the putting on of name tags we would greatly appreciate it, and thank you in advance! ( 

What is a “walk through”? A walk through is an engaging and interactive educational presentation with friendly competition and lively retelling of the history of California. Many consider the 2.5 hour experience to be an unforgettable in-school field trip. The presentation is facilitated by an animated and trained presenter who guides the students through historic events using dynamic, kid-friendly stories and activities. During the presentation the students compete in a friendly contest to earn points. All points are awarded by the presenter and notated by a parent helper or adult audience volunteer chosen by the teacher beforehand (please let me know if you are interested). Points are awarded mainly for the students’ presentations of pre-assigned cards, called Expert Word Cards. Students dress in a costume portraying a person or the item from California history in which they are representing on their expert word card, that they have been assigned. While the presenter is telling the story of California history, an expert word will be spoken (that is when that student with the specific expert card will present what they memorized on their expert word card). Students will need to listen for their word and upon hearing it, come up to the front to be the expert on that word. Games, music, and dramatic activities encourage participation and comprehension of the curriculum throughout the presentation. At the end of the presentation, the winning team will be announced. The winning team members will each receive a first-place certificate, and each student from the other teams will be awarded special Walk Through California participation certificates. 
Since this is an educational presentation and about 2.5 hours in length, bringing small children is not advised. Due to copyright restrictions, please limit video recording to your child’s performance only. You are welcome to take as many still shots as you like. 

Costumes:

Costumes are to be worn, but we DO NOT encourage you to go and buy one. 
The costume should directly connect to the student’s expert card, that is attached (be creative, and have fun with it!).
Possible examples include: 
· Native American (California Tribe)

· Gold Miner

· Spanish Conquistador or padre

· Mexican Vaquero, Ranchero, Soldier, Senorita

· California region, Land Formation, produce

Students who wear costumes and bring suggested props suggested on their character card will receive points. TOY GUNS ARE NOT PERMITTED, thank you for your understanding and cooperation. 

Feel free to invite relatives. Unfortunately, siblings from other grades are not allowed to miss their classes to watch the presentation.

We will need volunteers to help set-up and break down the room. Service hours will be granted. 

Students have been assigned a word card in which they are to memorize and be well informed in. The judges will ask the students questions pertaining to their card after the student has shared the (memorized) dialogue from their specific word card. 

***The students are expected to have their card memorized, and answer the questions asked of them by the judges in complete sentences.
